Patient education is important for the prevention of Central Line Associated Blood Stream Infections (CLABSI). The usefulness of available patient education materials is unclear. Using a validated evaluation tool, the Patient Education Materials Assessment Tool (PEMAT), we systematically assessed patient education materials for CLABSI. We found available materials performed poorly. The findings of our study can be used to guide development of comprehensive, focused, succinct and easy to understand patient education materials for CLABSI to enhance their usefulness to the intended end-user- the patient.
